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Government College Solan : A Brief Profile

Government College Solan is one of the oldest premier institution of Himachal Pradesh. It was
established on 19th August 1959 on a plot of 47 bigha in a private building to cater to the educational needs
of the people of Solan district and its adjoining area. The first stream introduced at the time was Arts and in
the first year the enrolment was 150 students. The present building of the college was inaugurated in 1964.
Since then it has not looked back and progressed with leaps and bounds. Today, it has a sprawling campus
and a large strength of about 4000 students.

Last year the college celebrated its 60th anniversary with much pomp and show. Its finely
decorated campus was graced with many political leaders and old students of the college, among whom
were also present who belonged toits first batch.

Today, apart from the regular streams of Arts, Science and Commerce, it provides professional
courses of BBA, BCA,PGDCA which have helped students to compete efficiently in the job markets.
Besides, in the stream of Arts, it offers courses like Educational, Tourism and Travel Management which
have a good market value. There is an IGNOU centre in the College in which about 4000 students are
enrolled annually. The latest addition to its academic faculty is the online courses of are kinds —academic
and professional, that is offered free by IIT, Bombay, under the government scheme. Students are
encouraged to enrol in these courses besides their regular studies. The College has a well — qualified,
trained, experienced and dedicated team of Professors who eagerly look forward to impart
knowledge and skills of their respective subjects and to inculcate a good sense of character in their
students.

The College can boast of many facilities it has acquired over a period of time, like, class rooms have
been renovated, laboratories are well equipped with the latest apparatuses, smart rooms are under
constructions in the department of Commerce and there is also a separate Girl's common room with
adequate facilities. Its library houses about 31000 books and subscribes 23 magazines and journals, 13
daily newspapers and good reading space. lts computerization has been launched through INFLIBNET, a
UGC sponsored library automation programme. All teachers and many students have got an access to E
—Resources and E — Books through it. Through another internet facility called HIMSWAN, students can
also have internet accessibility in the library, departments and computer labs.

In the year 2006 and 2017 the college was recognized by NAAC. It has earned the grade of B++
which is a matter of pride for any educational institution.

The college also provides many Extra Co — Curricular Activities through which it aims to develop the
many facilities of students. These are executed through many Clubs, Societies, Cells and Committees that
have been operating since very long time. A student is free to choose any of those as per his/her interest

and aspirations.




The college encourages students to participate in extra co-curricular activities for their all-
rounddevelopment of personality. The college provides the facilities of the following activities:
National Cadet Corps (NCC) :
To infuse the spirit of unity, discipline and patriotism among the students, NCC plays a significantrole. The
college has two wings of NCC, one for boys (54 Seats) and other for girls(60 Seats). Cadets of NCC are
required to attend 75% of parades which would make them eligible to appear in B and C Certificates
Exams. Admission to NCC will not be on on-line basis but through a Drill and Medical Fitness Test in the
college ground at 8.45 with the commencement of classes.
National Service Scheme ( NSS) :
NSS has a pivotal role in inculcating the value of social service and a sense of responsibility towards
society. Our college has two units of NSS. To earn a certificate of service, a volunteer needs to devote 240
hours of service. Participation in 7 days camp is mandatory.
Rotract Club:
Rotract club, an organisation under the Rotary International Youth Programme, plays an important role to
develop leadership, professionalism and community service among the youth.
Rovers and Rangers:
Rovers and rangers aim to make the students socially aware, helpful and self-reliant. They participate in
many social activities. Admission to it will be based on the ability and commitment of a student.
Youth Red Cross Club:
The purpose of Youth Red Cross Club is to serve the needy people and to make the students aware about
any kind of natural or accidental calamity.
Red Ribbon Club:
The purpose of this club is to create awareness about HIV/AIDS through service, education and
philanthropic events. Students are urged to join the club to enhance a joint battle against this incurable
disease.
Career and Counselling/Guidance Cell:
The members of this cell organise many professional lectures for the final year students to give them a
good exposure to their prospective career opportunities after completion of graduation.
Women Development Cell:
On the directions of Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, the college has established a women development
cell. Its objective is to redress grievances related to gender bias and sexual harassment against any girl
student and the women staff of the college.
Ambedkar Cell:
Its function is to organise remedial classes for the economically backward, weak learners and SC/ST
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students.

Cultural Committees for HPU Youth Festival — I-IV groups:

Cartooning, Quiz, Dance, Music, Singing, Drama and Skit.

Sports:

Students who are good sportsmen/women are given ample training, coaching by the department of
physical education. Such players then go on to perform well in the H.P. University inter college/university
championship. Coaching is given in all games but the college has a distinction for TT as it won its
championship three times in arow. Athletic meetis organised each year in the Thodo ground.

Himanshu:

Each year the college publishes a literary magazine entitled Himanshu. Its simple purpose is to give
expression to the students who are blessed with the gift of writing, be it an essay, a poem, a short story,
snippets of various kinds and informative prose piece. It also horns the editing skills for students who are
chosen as its editors.

Parents Teachers Association (PTA) :

Parents, being one of the stake holder in education have been assigned to participate as well as play an
advisory role in the functioning of college. Regular meetings of PTA are held to deliberate on the issues
related to the development and welfare of the students.

Old Student Association (OSA) :

OSA has been very keen to contribute towards the development of students.

Annual Prize Distribution Function:

Atthe end of the academic session, college organises the annual prize distribution function. Students who
score the first, the second and the third positions in the aggregate and the first and the second positions in
the individual subjects in the annual exams are awarded with prizes and certificates provided there is no
frailerin any subject. These are also awarded for the winners, outstanding performances in H.P. University
Youth Festival and Sports Championship and for outstanding services in all clubs and societies.
Scholarship:

Eligible and deserving students can avail a number of scholarships that are provided by our Government
under various schemes. A student has to apply for it on prescribed form. It should be supported by the
relevant documents/certificates of education qualification/income/caste/tribe/domicile etc and be duly
verified and attested by a competent authority.A committee has been formed to look in the matter of the
award of scholarships.

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An Outline of the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)

At the Under- Graduate level, the college offers three streams — Bachelor in Arts, Commerce and
Science (Medical and Non -Medical). A candidate is to choose on the streams as per his/her
qualification/eligibility on 10+2 bases.

As per notifications/guidelines of the H.P. Government and H.P. university, the college provide
education as per the RUSA (RashtriyaUchhatarSiksha Abhiyan) policy. The system is CBCS. The
following is a brief outline of it:

1. Itis an annual system

2. A candidate has to chose one of the streams only.

3.Courses of a subject are of many types, such as, DSC (core courses), AECC (Hindi / English /
MIL / Sanskrit and EVS), SEC, DSE and GE. Full form of these
abbreviations is given below

4. All the courses are addressed with a title and a code. These are required at the time of filling
examination-form. Awrong entry of the code or the title can de detrimental, like delaying the result. A
list of these provided at the end of the prospectus.

5. Each of these courses are awarded a fixed number of credits, which is either six or four.
A student has to earn 132 credits in three years (44 in one year - 44x3=132) to earn the

degree of under graduation.

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THE EVALUATION SYSTEM OF CBCS:

(I) Each paper is of 100 marks

(i) The progress of a student in all courses/papers is evaluated through an external as well
as Internal system.

(iii) The external system is the usual one- an examination at the end of academic session
(ETE) that is conducted by H.P. University. It is of 70 marks.

(iv) The remaining 30 marks are awarded through an internal evaluation system that is called
Continuous Comprehensive Assessment (CCA).

(v) The CCA has 04 components as — Assignment, Class-Attendance, Class Test and a Mid
Term Exam (MTE).

(vi) The Assignment is awarded as well as evaluated by the course teacher. It is of 10 marks.

(vii)The Class-Test is also conducted by the course teacher in a period only. It is of 5 marks.

(vii)MTE is a formal exam that is conducted by the college authority after the completion of 75%
syllabus. It is of 10 marks. Attendance in MTE is, therefore, mandatory.

(ix) Attendance: 75% attendance in a course is compulsory as per H.P. University regulations. But
there is reward of marks if a student attends more than 75%. These are 5 marks and are
awarded by the following pattern:

Important Guidelines and Eligibility Criteria for Admission to Under-Graduate Courses—B.A.,
B.Com. and B.Sc.-I|

1. The eligibility criteria for admission to BA, BCom and B.Sc. in the first year is strictly as per the

latest ordinances/guidelines/calendar notified by the HP University/Government.

2. As per notification number HP Department of Education (2) Samkaksha (equivalence) R (205)

2015.17 dated 31.1.15 of Secy. HP Board of Education, Dharamshala — a student must have

passed five subjects including English as compulsory subject at Senior Secondary (plus two)

level.

Admission shall not be allowed in any case to the candidates with Compartment at 10+2 level.

4. Admission given in the first year is provisional, subject to the confirmation by HP University. If

the University cancels the admission of a candidate for whatever reason, the college will not be
held responsible for it.

5. Admission will be on merit basis.

6. The students of National Institute of Open School (NIOS) who have passed all five subjects by

securing requisite marks will be admitted.

. The upper age limit for admission is 25 years for girls and 23 years for boy as on 1st July, 2022.

Age relaxation of 2 years is allowed for ST/SC candidates.

8. (I) All government institution of higher education and other higher education institutions
receiving aid from the Government shall reserve not less than five percent seats for person
with benchmark disabilities.

(i) The persons with benchmark disabilities shall be given an upper age relaxation of five years
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for admission in institutions of Higher Education.
(9. Steps for Online Admission (For New Students only) :-

Step 1: Login to the College Website: www.gcsolan.ac.in

Click for online admission and register yourself.

Step 2: Login with user name and password.

Step 3: Fill the application details and upload required certificates.

Step 4: Submit the application and pay the prospectus fee.

Step 5: Check the merit list online/offline from college.

. Step 6: Once counselling is done, pay the fee online using your user name and password. |
10.A student must appear in person on the day of admission/councelling and carry all original
documents for verification. Core 1 Subject will be given/decided at the time of admission. The dates
of this verification will be verified as and when notified by the H.P. University/Government.

(vi) Migration Certificate for candidates who do not belong to H.P. Board/University.

(vii) Self-attestedphotocopy of ST/SC/OBC/Sports/Culture/Handicapped/IRDP/BPL Certificate
for those seeking relaxation in age/marks/fee etc.

(viii) Self-attested photocopy of Bonafide Himachali Certificate ( for girls only).

(ix) Aadhar number is compulsory and must be mentioned in the given column of the admission
form.

12. Documents Required For Admission To B.A./B.COM/B.SC. 2ND & 3RD YEAR:

(i) Certificate of the latest past examination.

(i) Self-attested photocopy of registration Certificate.

(iii) Character Certificate in case of migrating candidates.

13. Admission Through Migration:

(i) A student wishing to migrate to GC Solan will be allowed only when seats are vacant in
the subject and subject combination that are provided here.

(i) Procedure: on a prescribed Performa, a student has to get consent of the teachers and
Principal of his/her college and the college he/she wished to migrate.

(iii) If permission given, then two migration certificates are to be obtained by H.P. University.
One of these is meant for the old college and second for the new one.A migrating
student has to submit the following documents with the migration certificate :

a) Lecture attendance of the subjects.

b) Statement of credit earned under CCA.

c) Original Character Certificate from the Principal of college last attended.

d) Admission will be given during the time period provided by the H.P. University.

e) A student migration to GC Solan shall have to pay admission-fee afresh, but the
monthly fee will be charged from the month of joining of the college.

f) A student seeking migration from a private college will also pay the annual fee.

TEACHING MODULE FOR B.Voc.:

Teaching Module will include lectures, tutorials, seminars, educational tours, assignments,
laboratory work, workshop practice, industrial training and project work. A candidate requires 75%
attendance in General Education (GE) and Skill Component (SC) courses separately to appear in the
end semester examinations. The college will make the arrangement of General Education courses.
The skill components will be handled by the Training Service Providers (TSPs) authorized by the
Director of Higher Education. The Assessment should be carried out as per the assessment criteria
recommended by the concerned Sector Skill Corporation (SSC) for the specific job roles. TSP,
Assessment agencies and SSC will be responsible to upload all data related to

assessment in Skill Development Management System (SDMS) of National Skill Development
Corporation (NSDC). If the trainee/candidate fails in assessment, the cost of re-assessment or
revaluation will be borne by the TSP.

EVALUATION &GRADING PROCESS:

ADMISSION TO HOSTEL

The college provides limited accommodation in the hostels. For girls 70 seats in Tribal Hostel, 50 Seats
in General Hostel and for boys 60 seats in Tribal Hostel are available. The admission is strictly on merit
basis subject to the prescribed reservation/weight age. Vacant seats are allotted to new students every
year and preference is given to Semester-| students.

ELIGIBILITY CONDITION:

a) Only those students will be considered for admission to the hostel who have deposited their
college fees, funds and do not have college in the vicinity of 25 Kms of their homes. As
certificate to this effect is necessary.

b) All the seats are reserved for tribal students in the tribal hostel; in case seats remain vacant
after due date then seats will be allotted to the students of other categories.

c) Only those students who take admission in the college before the expiry of the admission date
(without late fee) are eligible to take admission in the hostel.

d) List of the candidates selected for admission to the hostel will be displayed on the Notice Board
by due date.

DOCUMENTS/CERTIFICATES REQUIRED FOR ADMISSION TO HOSTEL.:
The following certificates are required for the admission in hostels issued by the respective
Competent authority:

1. A student seeking admission in Hostel must fill hostel admission form available with Hostel
Clerk.
A medical fitness certificate issued from government hospital.
SC/ST certificate from 1% class Magistrate.
Handicapped certificate issued by CMO.
District/State/National level participation in sports by their respective authorities.
War widows and daughters of Military Personnel killed inaction should bring free education
entitlement card from the Ministry of Defence and daughters of other Military Personnel/Ex-
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servicemen should bring free education entitiement card from a competent Military authority.

10.The Security Amount will be refunded within 6 months of admission. The out going students
must reclaim their security money within 1 year of leaving the hostel.

The Principal is the final authority for the allotment of seats in the hostels.

RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR BOARDERS

1. Admitted students are expected, to arrive a day before the term begins with their own
bedding, bed linen, a lock, a tumbler, two plates, a spoon, a mug, bucket, curtain and a bulb.

2. The parents/guardians of the students will give address of one local guardian whom can be
contacted in case of emergencyl/iliness of their ward.

3. The Girls/Boys will be allowed to visit local guardian once in a month with the prior permission
of the warden.

4. The students are not allowed to keep record players, fire arms or any electric gadgets in their
room.

5. A weekly outing to market of about 3-4 hours allowed on every Saturday, however, in case of
urgency written permission should be taken for the same.

6. There will be a daily prayer and roll call in the evening in the common room of the hostels.
Every student must be present at the time of prayer, absenting from that will be fined.

7. No boarder will leave or enter the hostel without marking an entry in the departure/rival
register of the hostel.

8. Any student absenting himself/herself without the prior permission of the warden will be fined
and disciplinary action may be taken against defaulter.

9. The resident will have to apply separately for leave from both the college as well as from the
hostel. No student will be allowed to go out of town/hostel during working days without the
prior sanction of leave by the principal.

10.The use of electric rods, kettles, heaters, induction cooker and other appliances are strictly
prohibited in the hostel rooms. Unauthorized use is punishable.

11. In case electricity bill exceeds, the electricity fund may be collected from the boarders to meet
the excess charges.

12.The students should use or handle belongings of the hostel with care. When a student is
found guilty of damaging the hostel property, the respective cost will be recovered from
him/her.

13.Defiance of the hostel rules or misbehavior renders a resident student liable to disciplinary
action or even expulsion from the hostel.

14.No meetings other than authorized by the principal shall be held in the hostel premises.

15.Authorized visitors will be allowed in the hostel only on Sunday from 11.00 am to 12.00 pm. No day

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS OF COLLEGE :
Discipline and Conduct

For

the smooth execution of all the activities of college, it is essential that each and every student

behave in the most disciplined manner. Otherwise, if there is any breach of it, the Principal and the
teaching staff have the power to punish a violator by imposing a fine, a temporary suspension and even
expulsion from college. Each student has to strictly follow the following rules and regulations to
maintain strict discipline in college:

1.

To attend classes and practicals regularly when the session commences. As per H.P.
University rules it is mandatory, for a student to attend 75% lectures in all courses of study.
Otherwise his/her examination form maybe withheld or rejected.

The Director of Higher Education, H.P., vide letter no. EDM-HE(21)B(15)2017-V had directed

that the use of mobile phones in classrooms and campus of educational institutions will not be

allowed. So the use of mobiles by students in classrooms, laboratories, library, examination

hall and corridors is strictly forbidden. They are advised to keep their cells on silent mode. A

violetears cell will be confiscated and a fine or Rs 100 will be levied from them. Playing music

on the cell is also prohibited.

Be respectful to teachers, friendly to one another and polite with the non-teaching staff. Use of

foul language towards them will be viewed as an offence.

Do not stand idly and chatter in corridors. Maintain silence. Move quietly from one class/lab to

another.

Identity card:

(i) The identity cum library will be issued by the chief librarian immediately after the admission
as per the schedule prescribed by him.

(il)Due to danger posed by Covid-19 students without their ID shall not be allowed to enter
the campus. They will be treated as outsiders and turn back or a fine of Rs 200 will be
charged.

(iii)in case an | card is lost, a duplicate will be issued after producing the FIR of its loss. A fee
of Rs 20 will be charged for it.

(iv)Students are not permitted to replace their photographs on the | card due to any reason
what so ever.




6. Smoking, chewing of tobacco, gutka, drinking etc inside and outside of campus is strictly
prohibited. A student caught doing so will be imposed penalty of Rs 200 and may even face a
disciplinary action.

7. Notices: students are directed to carefully read notices on the notice board and strictly follow
them as instructed before leaving the college.

8. Outsiders are not allowed in the campus. A student who brings any outsider will be penalised
as under college rules.

9. Sticking, hanging of unauthorised posters, bills, notices and writing of slogans on the walls of t

the college is strictly prohibited. Fines maybe imposed for such acts.

10. Scribbling and writing on blackboards, walls, furniture is prohibited.

11.  Tampering with electrical fittings etc in the classrooms, hostels and other places of campus is
also prohibited.

12. Those functions will be allowed in campus ground or hall which are either organised by
college or have been permitted under the college rules. Keeping the danger of Covid-19 any
function will be allowed only when the H.P. Government allows for it.

13. The acts of meetings, functions, parties and taking photographs in the college premises without
\prior permission of Principal are acts of indiscipline.

14. Anti-Ragging Instructions :

DEFINITION OF RAGGING:

Ragging means any act, conduct or practice by dominant power of senior students, former students or
outsiders brought to bear on the students freshly enrolled or students who are in any way considered
junior by other students and includes individuals or collective acts or practice which:

1. Involves physical or psychological assault or threat or use of force or wrongful confinement or
restraint OR

2. Violates status, dignity and honour of such students.

3. Exposes students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem OR

4. Entails verbal abuse and aggression indecent gestures and obscene behaviour.

PROHIBITION OF RAGGING:

1. No person shall practice in any form within or outside the premises of college.

2.  Any person who violates or contravenes the provision of Anti-Ragging Act shall, on conviction
be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend up to 3 years or with a fine which
may extend to 50000, Rupees or with both.

3. Teasing girls students in any manner is an offence and is punishable under the law. Hence,
students are advised to refrain from such activities otherwise they would face strict legal
action.

EXPULSION OF A STUDENT:

As per the directions of hon'ble Supreme Court of India Ragging is a punishable offence and students
convicted of an offence shall be expelled from college and FIR will be registered against him/her and
shall not be admitted in any college/educational institution for a period of three years from the date of
order of such expulsion. In case of ragging of any of the student (s) he/she may contact the following

THE RULES OF LIBRARY :
Students are expected to make the maximum use of the facilities of library during their free periods.
() Only two books shall be issued at a time for a period of 14 days. If the issued book (s) is not
returned or re-issued in time a fine will be charged per book, per day.
(i)  Reference books will not be issued.
(iii) In case of a loss or damage of an issued book, it will either be replaced or its payment of the
present cost will be accepted only with the permission of Principal.

IDENTITY CUM LIBRARY CARD

Identity card is an important documents as it shows the identity of a bonafide student. Identity cum
library card should be collected from the college library as per schedule prescribed by the Librarian.
Each student must carry this card while in the college. In case of loss of the identity card, duplicate
identity card will be issued after producing the FIR in this context. For duplicate identity card, Rs. 20 will
be charged. Students are not permitted to replace his/her photograph pasted on the identity card for
any reason whatsoever. Students must carry their ID-Card along with them if anyone found without ID-
Card will be fined Rs 50/-
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LECTURE ATTENDANCE:

Students are advised to regularly attend their classes and practicals whenever the session
begins.

Lecture attendance condition is compulsory and the counting of attendance will start from the
day regular teaching commences.

To be eligible in the University End Term Exam a student must have 75% attendance in each
course- theory and practical separately.

LEAVE RULES:

No student is supposed to be absent without getting his/her leave sanctioned by a course
teacher.

Leave up to 06 days shall be sanctioned by the concerned subject teacher.

Leave for more than six days shall be sanctioned by the Principal.

The student will be marked on-leave during the leave period and the same will not be
considered for calculating the lecture attendance for determining eligibility to appear in the
University exam.

Students who are officially deputed to participate in sports and extra-curricular activities of
the H.P. University Youth Festival/Championships are treated on leave for the purpose of
attendance, provided that prior permission has been sort from the Principal in this matter
and its note has been made by the subject teacher in the attendance register.

No leave will be granted during the MTE.

It is personal responsibility of each student to get his/her name entered in the attendance
register of each concerned subject teacher. If he/she fails to do so, he/she will be treated
absent.

NAME STRUCK OFF AND RE- ADMISSION:

If a student willingly remains absent continuously for 06 days without sanction of leave,
his/her name will be struck off from the College Rule. He/she will have to seek re-admission
on the recommendation of the subject teacher concerned.

Re-admission will be allowed within the next 06 days by paying the re-admission fee and
absence fine as per rules, subject to the approval of Principal.

Re-admission fee for the first time is Rs 100 and for the second time Rs 200.

Their will be no re-admission for the third time.
